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An artist who gets a creative thrill from chiseling Indi-

ana limestone with power tools, he made an offer, and the 

rest is now history. After 20 years of shuttered obscurity, 

the historic venue reopened its doors in October with two 

new bears– each weighing approximately 6,000 pounds– 

guarding the Market Street entrance. 

Prior to the Peabody commission, Cassimatis attended community college 

and the University of Oregon in Eugene, where he refined his skills and defined 

his career goal to become a sculptor. But his first exposure to rock carving was at 

Central High, where he created a sculpture that won first place in an art competi-

tion. Cassimatis says his courses and career counseling with his teacher, Lauren 

Davis, gave him the confidence to take his art studies to the next level in college, 

and eventually, to take on projects like the Kiel bears.

Today, he and Davis are friends and peers, sometimes sculpting together when 

he’s in town. They share tips and tools as they create their individual visions in 

stone. Davis says she and her former student share a “kinship of spirit” in art, and 

enjoy maintaining the connection that began years ago. 

“Chris is very knowledgeable,” Davis says. “It’s actually been wonderful to 

switch roles. It’s always great when a student surpasses his or her teacher!”

Many of Davis’ students have made a career in art. 

When she was teaching, she would invite alumni to visit 

her classroom at Central, talking to students about what 

the possibilities were as professionals with artistic talent– 

architecture, industrial design, designing greeting cards 

and digital film making, to name a few. Some of her art

art school, or to study premed or engineering in college. A few attended 

schools as rigorous as Stanford University, choosing to major in an artistic 

discipline.

She stays in touch with many of her former students, some of them 

whose careers have taken them to companies like Pixar and Martha Stew-

art, others, like Deanna Kuhlmann-Leavitt [Central ’84], who stayed lo-

cal but built a successful design businesses with an international clientele. 

The local ones occasionally get together for “Dinner with Davis” to talk 

shop and to reconnect with Parkway alumni artists they haven’t seen in 

a while. Many of them exhibited their work at a special Parkway Central 

alumni art show, held in honor of Davis when she retired in 2000.

Cassimatis intends to make a living selling his art, though he doesn’t 

sit around and wait for a buyer before getting out his pneumatic hammer. 

He and Davis share a belief in the same axiom: Do what you love and the 

money will follow.

“I carve stone whether I am being paid or not,” he says. “I must say that 

it’s a great feeling to be paid, though. The bear project is by no means my 

first commission, but it is the most significant project thus far, and one I 

am very proud of.”

Not all of Cassimatis’ projects weigh half a ton. His other projects are 

featured on his website (www.chriscassimatis.com) and Facebook page.
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As the new board president of the PAA, I first want to welcome Dr. Keith Marty as Parkway School District’s new superin-
tendent.  We are looking forward to working with Dr. Marty and are excited about this new chapter for the Parkway schools.

A strong interest in science prompted Brandon 

Fredman, a junior at North High, to apply for a grant 

to attend the Teton Science Camp in Jackson Hole, 

Wyo.

he added that having a skill, good friends and a group of reliable people for 

support makes it possible.” In the case of Baldanza and Fogarty, their group 

includes many Parkway graduates who work in their establishments.

Both Baldanza and Fogarty provide business education experiences to high 

school students who are involved in Distributive Education Clubs of America 

and Future Business Leaders of America, organizations in which they also were 

members as students. It was their initial preparation for a career that has de-

manded much of their time and resources, but also has allowed them to invest 

in and connect with their Parkway community.

“We don’t do a lot of advertising,” he says. “Instead, 

we invest in the people of the community. We’ve had 

lots of DECA students from South and West come 

and shadow us on the job, for example. The people 

we help tend to bring their families and friends to our 

establishments.”

Broyles works part time at Barnes and Noble Cafe 

in Chesterfield. After talking to Baldanza, he isn’t sure 

if he wants to own his own business. “It’s a long way 

down the road,” he says. He plans to study accounting 

in college.

Melanie Wilmert, a seventh-grader at Central 

Middle School, aspires to be an actress and looks for 

opportunities to hone her craft. She has been a regular 

participant in a local acting camp, where auditions are required for parts. She 

says the summer camps, which cost $185 per session, have been valuable in 

making her a stronger performer. The Dream Grant contribution she received 

from the PAA this year helped her to continue this learning experience.

“Every little bit helps,” she says. “These camps are good practice for me to 

be in front of a live audience.”

4. Graduates are encouraged to self-nominate.

5. Information and applications will be available through the 

PAA’s website (www.ParkwayAlumni.org).

6. Nominations will be accepted until Feb. 15, 2012, and will 

be reviewed by a committee of current and former faculty, ad-

ministration and possibly experts in the field. Selections will be 

announced by July 2012.

7. Distinguished alumni will be recognized at a gala event; each 

will receive a personal award; and a permanent tribute will be 

displayed at their alma mater.

8. Current members of the PAA Hall of Fame Committee, 

Alumni Association Board of Directors, board of education and 

elected officials who, by virtue of their position, can directly in-

fluence funding for the Parkway School District, are not eligible 

for this award.
